TEKAMAH-HERMAN-DECATUR CHURCH COMMUNITY COUNCIL

The Council consists of the pastor and one lay member from each of the following congregations: Baptist Church-Tekamah, Baptist Church-Riverside, Catholic Church-Tekamah, Catholic Church-Decatur, Emmanuel Lutheran Church, Methodist Church-Tekamah, Methodist Church-Decatur, and the Presbyterian Church.


Our main focus is the Food Pantry for those less fortunate in our area. We moved into a new permanent location at 209 S 9th St.  This new facility allows us to expand our efforts. This year we averaged helping 36 families a month.  In December we also gave food boxes to 45 families.  We have been blessed with great support from this community, local clubs, and individuals.  We sincerely thank everyone who has donated so to this effort.  

We were also able to open the Helping Hands Thrift Store in late October.  With the many donations we have received we have had a very successful start.  All proceeds from our thrift shop will be reinvested into the food pantry and the community.  We are located at the same location as the Food Pantry and are open Fridays 9-5 and Saturdays 9-1pm.  Both of these endeavors take many volunteers.  If you are willing to help even for a few hours, please contact the church office or myself.  

2020 also saw us collaborating with The Tekamah Herman School and Chatterbox to continue feeding the school children 2 meals a day starting March 18 and continued for 9 weeks.  After that time, we continued serving a noon meal to anyone two days a week at this church.  These programs brought the communities together and provided much needed meals.  There was tremendous support through volunteers and with financial donations.  Please accept our sincere thank you for all of the donations of 2020.

We did have a Lenten supper but were unable to have Baccalaureate and Thanksgiving service in person.  Instead, we recorded Video Services and uploaded them online for all to enjoy.

2020 may have been a struggle for many, but I was fortunate enough to see what amazing things happened in our communities and how God worked through all of us.  God is with us always.
